ST. MATTHEW’S MINISTRIES
Ministry areas are defined with the committee that relates to that interest.  Members may choose to be on any of the following committees.  These committees support the worship and work of St. Matthew’s.

Worship - Worship and Music Committee
Provides leadership in worship; coordinates music, reviews services, coordinates special services (Lent, etc.), supports Altar guild, ushers, acolytes, lectors, communion assistants, plans and provides decorations for Christmas and Easter.

Learning - Christian Education Committee

Service - Social Ministry Committee
Maintains liaisons with Social Agencies (i.e. ACTS, etc.); keeps current our awareness of community needs.  Plans and supports Senior Citizen luncheons, Christmas program, provide for emergency needs, transportation, Homeless Shelter support, financial and volunteer support for social ministry projects.

Finance and Stewardship Committee 

Promotes Stewardship among the members, prepares budget, advises on financial issues and funds management, supervises financial secretary and treasurer, advises on insurance, conducts audit of church and day school, visits new members and introduces them to St. Matthew’s Stewardship program.  Oversees Mission Endowment Committee.

Fellowship Committee - Plans and supports social activities; picnic, Easter breakfast, Christmas reception, congregational activities for all ages.
